28.1 Photometric Zero Point

The zero point of an instrument, by definition, is the magnitude of an object
that produces one count (or data number, DN) per second. The magnitude of an
arbitrary object producing DN counts in an observation of length EXPTIME is
therefore:

m=-2.5xlogo(DN / EXPTIME) + ZEROPOINT
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
